NOTICE: AUTHORISATION FOR USE OF CERTIFIED FACILITIES AND GMOs
Personnel working within certified facilities and with GMOs or infectious material must be aware of the OGTR and AS/NZ2243.3 2010 requirements for those facilities and materials, as described in the OHS-Biosafety training (via UQ blackboard) and the UQ Biosafety Policy PPL section 2.40 http://ppl.app.uq.edu.au/content/2.40-biosafety. Persons must conduct work in those facilities and material in a safe manner and ensure appropriate containment of those materials.
Those persons working on Genetically Modified Organisms (GMO) or Micro-Organisms (GMMO) under a GM Dealing (NLRD or DNIR) (as listed in the Facility Grey Folder) must further abide by the conditions set out in that GM Dealing.

The supervisor must ensure:
· That all persons working on their GM Dealing/s (e.g. NLRD) have access to a copy of that dealing/s and understand the conditions of that dealing/s;

· Provide training (or ensure training is provided) for any specific hazards associated with particular GMOs;
· Provide training (or ensure training is provided) for any specific requirements that may be specified in any Licenced dealings (e.g. DNIRs and DIRs); 
· Provide training (or ensure training is provided) in use of equipment used in their facility;
· Compliance with OGTR and OHS requirements;

· The facility and equipment are maintained in good condition;
· That prior to personnel being allowed to work unsupervised within certified facilities and on GMOs, that they have completed the OHS-Biosafety training (via blackboard) and that person is regarded to be competent.   
The following classes of persons must be supervised at all times when working in a certified facility and with GMOs

· Undergraduate students

· Work experience students

· Contractors/maintenance staff (if not via P&F)

The following classes of persons must be supervised until they have completed the OHS‑Biosafety training and have been determined to be competent to conduct work within a certified facility and with GMOs
· Research Higher Degree Students

· Postgraduate coursework students and Honours students

· Collaborating Scientists/Visiting Scientists 

· Academic and professional staff

· Staff autoclaving biological waste

The following classes of persons must receive inductions and training as specified by the OHS Division – Biosafety in order to conduct work within certified facilities
· P&F Contractors/maintenance staff

· P&F Security 

· Cleaning staff
